The Fair will be structured in exhibition stands, hands-on training, and facilitated discussion sessions with interactive modes of sharing the activities, focusing on the experiences and lessons learned. Participants will explore how different face-to-face methods and virtual knowledge sharing tools can be applied to their work and present innovative solutions that  encourage effective collaboration and networking.

Applications should be submitted in Spanish or English. In case of submissions in Spanish, we encourage you to provide an abstract in English.
